THE JESUS PRAYER

“Rejoice always, never cease praying, render constant thanks; such is God’s will for
you in Christ Jesus”
[1 Thessalonians 5:16-18].

The Jesus Prayer is simple: "Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the Living God,
have mercy on me a sinner."

The Jesus Prayer is the briefest meditation in the Eastern Church’s
tradition. It was developed within the monastic community as an
answer to the biblical admonishment to “pray without

ceasing.” Though brief, it is all inclusive: confessional, in that Christ is
acknowledged to be the true Son of God; petitional, in that mercy is
asked of the Lord; penitential, in that one’s sinfulness is recognized.

The power of the Jesus Prayer is rooted in a conviction that God'’s

presence is fransformative. This prayer centers on the Holy Name itself. It may be said in its entirety: “Lord
Jesus Christ, Son of God, have mercy upon me, a sinner”; it may be changed to “us sinners” or to other
persons named, or it may be shortened. The power lies in the name of Jesus; thus “Jesus” alone, may
fulfill the whole need of the one who prays.

The word “mercy” joins Jesus and us in the Jesus Prayer. In this prayer we ask Christ to pour His oil of
healing, of love, of forgiveness upon us. The Jesus Prayer is like a balm, a salve which heals the broken
soul.

The Jesus Prayer can be used for worship and petition; as intercession, invocation, adoration, and as
thanksgiving. It is a means of communion with God and with all those who pray. The goal is to make it so
that your breath becomes a pray in itself. The prayer will become automatic, to the point that whenever
you are in silence you will just find yourself in prayer via your natural breathing. You will begin to pray
without ceasing, “Prayer of the heart” is when the Jesus Prayer is sunk so deeply in our hearts that it
moves on its own. The fact that we can train our hearts to go on praying even when we sleep, keeps us
uninterruptedly within the community of prayer.

We can work on saying this prayer with each breath: Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God, as we breathe in,
have mercy on me, a sinner, as we breathe out. We can say this aloud, silently with the words on our lips,
or silently in our hearts. This prayer should be repeated quietly, unhurriedly, thoughtfully. Each thought
should be concentrated on Jesus, forgetting all else, both joys and sorrows. Any stray thought, however




good or pious, can become an obstacle. St. John of the Ladder counsels that the mind should be
locked into the words of the prayer and should be forced back each time it departs from it.

THE SCRIPTURAL ROOTS OF THE JESUS PRAYER:

The words of the Jesus Prayer are themselves based on Scriptural texts: the cry of the blind man sitting at
the side of the road near Jericho, "“Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me” (Luke 18:38); the ten lepers
who “called to him, Jesus, Master, have mercyu on us' " (Luke 17:13); and the cry for mercy of the
publican, “God, be merciful to me, asinner” (Luke 18:14).

HOW TO PRACTICE THE JESUS PRAYER

It's simple enough to just say the prayer when you remember, or to just repeat it during the day.
However, there are some practices that can help each of us get more out of it. Try these steps:

1. Find a Quiet Space: Begin your prayer in a place that is free from distractions. You may sit or kneel,
whichever is more comfortable for maintaining focus. If you can't take time out of the day or go
to a different location, it's enough just to seek to quiet your heart!

2. Use Your Breath: The key to the Jesus Prayer is synchronizing it with your breathing. Inhale as you
say in your heart, "Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God." Exhale as you say, "Have mercy on me, a sinner."
This rhythmic repetition serves as both a spiritual and physical tool that helps center your attention
and calm your mind.

3. Focus on the Name of Jesus: Fix your attention on calling out to Jesus. Visualize His presence as
you pray, asking for mercy and grace. The repetition is not meant to be mechanical, but a
heartfelt act of union to His will.

4. Start Small and Build Consistency: You don't need to begin with long repetitions. Start by
practicing the Jesus Prayer for a few minutes each day. Then gradually increase the duration of
your sessions. The goal is to eventually integrate the
prayer into the various moments of your day, not just
during formal prayer times.
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BENEFITS OF THE JESUS PRAYER

There are several spiritual benefits to practicing the Jesus
Prayer:
e Deeper Sense of Humility: The prayer is an expression of
our dependence on God and recognition of our need
for His mercy. B
e Increased Focus: Repeating the Jesus Prayer can teach
you discipline in thought and bring clearer focus on
spiritual priorities.
e Closeness to God: As you practice the Jesus Prayer, it
can build an intimate sense of God's presence in your
life, fostering a deeper connection to Christ.
e Inner Peace: By focusing on Christ's mercy, the repetition
of the prayer clears distractions and brings spiritual calmn.

COMMON MISCONCEPTIONS ABOUT THE JESUS PRAYER

Though this prayer is very simple, there are some common misunderstandings surrounding it. Let's address
a few:

1. The Jesus Prayer is Only for Monks: This is a common misconception. While it originated in
monastic settings, the Jesus Prayer is for everyone. Many laypeople have integrated it into their
daily spiritual practices with great success.

2. The Prayer Needs to Be Said Aloud: Though it is helpful to say it out loud at the start, particularly if
you are new to it, with time the prayer becomes internal, often practiced in the heart and mind,
synchronizing with one's breathing pattern.

3. It's About the Number of Repetitions: The Jesus Prayer is not about the quantity of repetitions but
about the heart’s intention and submission to God. Its purpose is not fo get something from God
but to draw nearer to Him.
